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Our Order of Service

For the Time of Easter (Septuagesima, Lent, and Easter) we will follow
the order of Divine Service Setting One, beginning on page 151 of
Lutheran Service Book. During Lent the paraments are violet and we
silence our “Alleluias” and the Greater Gloria (Glory to God in the
highest...) until Easter. The bulletin insert will guide you through the
service and provide you with the parts that are proper for The First
Sunday in Lent (Invocabit).

Lent puts us in a context of contrition and repentance, centered in the
cross and resurrection of Christ Jesus. This is the framework within
which the entire Lenten fast is undertaken. The Easter feast is thus
approached in faith as the very heart of the Gospel, which the Lord has
accomplished once for all upon the cross and now bestows upon His
Church in the liturgy.” Lutheran Service Book: Companion to the
